Give Blood.  
Saves Lives     Donating blood saves lives! Please donate blood at our blood drive scheduled 

on Sunday, March 6, 2011 from the hours of 8:30 am to 2:30 pm at Pfeifer Hall. To 
be eligible to donate, you must be between the ages of 17 – 75 (16 year olds with    
parental consent, and over 76 and older with a doctor’s note), weigh at least 110 

pounds and be in good health. The blood you donate can save up to three lives be-
cause each donation is broken down into parts and given to different people.  Call the 

church office to pledge or sign up to help. Sign up Sunday will be held on Sunday, 
February 27 when a representative from NY Blood Center will be on hand to speak 

and answer questions about donating blood. For more information on donating blood, 
visit the New York Blood Center online at www.nybloodcenter.org.  

Oddanie swojej krwi może ocalić komuś życie! Zachęcamy gorąco do włączenia się w akcję krwiodawstwa 
która zostanie przeprowadzona w budynku szkoły w Pfeifer Hall w niedzielę, 6 marca 2011 roku w godzinach 
między 8:30 a 14:30. Wymagania dotyczące chętnych do oddania krwi są następujące: a) Trzeba być w wieku 
pomiędzy 17 a 75 rokiem życia. Osoby w wieku lat 16 mogą oddać krew za zgodą rodziców, osoby w wieku 
ponad 75 lat muszą posiadać rekomendację lekarza. (b) Trzeba mieć wagę minimum 50 kilogramów i cieszyć 
się dobrym zdrowiem. Zachęcając do oddania krwi przypominamy iż krew oddana przez jedną osobę może 
ocalić życie nawet trzech ludzi gdyż oddana krew jest rozdzielana w zależności od potrzeby  różnym chorym. 
Ochotnicy do oddania krwi mogą wyrazić swoją wolę dzwoniąc do biura parafialnego lub podpisując 
deklarację które będą udostępnione w niedzielę 27 lutego. W ten dzień pojawi się u nas przedstawiciel stacji 
krwiodawstwa i będzie udzielał odpowiedzi na wszystkie pytania i wątpliwości odnośnie oddawania krwi.
