PHILOSOPHY

The purpose of the Catholic School is to provide for the Religious Formation and Academic Education of its students.  Parents, through baptism, accept the responsibility of forming their children into active, informed members of the community of Faith, both by what they say and through their actions.

In choosing to send your child to St. Pancras School, we request that you thoughtfully consider the above statement.  This is our Philosophy of Catholic Education.  This must be a “lived experience” for each of our families.  We do not merely exist to be an alternative to the Public Schools or for the academic excellence.  We believe our primary reason for existence is for the Christian Formation of our students.  Together with each family, we strive to achieve our goal.  

Our philosophy of “educating the whole child” addresses all the educational and formational needs of a growing child.  It challenges a student’s sense of respect and compassion for his/her fellow human beings.

ACCREDITATION

 
St. Pancras School is accredited by the Middle States Commission on Elementary Schools and by the New York State Board of Regents.  Students participate in all NYS Testing and in Annual Diocesan Standardized Tests.  Average performance on testing is above the national/state norm.  Teachers are experienced and dedicated professionals who continue their professional development with advanced studies and post graduate course work.
NURSERY PROGRAM


St. Pancras School offers a Nursery Program.  This program runs three or five days a week for a full day (8:00-2:30) or half day (8:00-11:00).  Children must be three years old by December 31st for Nursery.
PRE-KINDERGARTEN


St. Pancras School offers a Pre-K Program.  This program runs three or five days a week for a full day (8:00-2:30) or half day (8:00-11:00).  Children must be four years old by December 31st for the Pre-Kindergarten.  Children wear appropriate play clothes.

GRADES K-8


Children in Grades K through 8 receive our full academic program with special emphasis on the basics of Reading, Math, and English.  Special studies in Art, Music, Physical Education, and Computers are provided.  Students are encouraged to compete in academic events such as Religion, Spelling, Math, Art, Oratorical and Science contests on both the School and Diocesan levels.


Our children actively participate in the prayer and worship life of the Catholic Church, including Mass, preparation for the reception of the Sacraments of Penance, Eucharist and Confirmation and the celebration of special feasts throughout the Church year.

EXTRAS

The children enjoy a variety of extracurricular activities and warm, personal friendships with their classmates.  Concerned teachers, parents and parish priests work together to develop school and community spirit.  
NYC Lunch Program is provided daily for any child who provides a completed application.  If eligible your child may receive free, reduced and full price lunch.  Reduced is $ .25 – Full is $1.50 per day
Early Drop Off Program is provided five days a week.  Drop Off starts at 7:30 a.m.

After-School Program is provided five days a week from 2:30 to 5:30 p.m.

COMMUNICATION

A Parent Handbook/Calendar is published yearly to keep all informed of the philosophy, procedures, regulations and events.  Report Cards are distributed three times a year. A parent’s signature is required on all test papers.  Staff is readily available to meet with parents to discuss pupil progress before and after school.
PARENTAL INVOLVEMENT


The success of the school is contingent upon parent volunteers.  They are an integral part of the school.  We are proud of the support we receive at St. Pancras School.  There is a Home School Association (HAS) which forms and supports various committees under its umbrella.  Formal Home and School Meetings are held three times a year.
